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ABSTRACT

Consumption value has been researched intensively because it has dynamic and complex implications
of the cognitive and emotional attributes of consumers. Although previous Consumption value literature
in Korea focused on simply verifying Consumption value research performed overseas, research from
a Korean consumer-centered perspective that reflects cultural differences is necessary. Also, deducing
a consumption value focused on private brands that grow with diverse brand portfolios will provide
managerially strategic insights.

The ethnographic method has been confirmed to be a valuable research tool for identifying values
related to the consumption experience. This study aims to analyze consumption value and consumer
purchase psychology, which is difficult to determine quantitatively. Seven consumption values in total
were identified using domain analysis and taxonomy analysis and these values were analyzed from the
perspective of consumer behavior theory. The consumption values are as follows: Aesthetic value (D to
obtain beautifully designed products and (2 to enjoy beauty in daily life); Conditional value (D retailer’s
dominance on placement and (2) positive perception due to frequent exposure); Functional value (D the
loss of competitiveness of national brand, (2) resistance toward a national brand, (3) economic pricing, @
good quality of a private brand, (5 the evolvement of a private brand, and 6 fast and convenient
purchase); Social value (D) showing off and (2) connecting with others); Epistemic value (D exploring
new tastes, (2 intellectual curiosity, and (3) setting trends); Emotional value (D pursuit of sincerity, (2)
rationalization of purchase and (3) happiness); and Trust value (D confidence in the parent company of

the retailer, (2) company’s efforts for innovation, and (3 credibility of information.)
